The Broader Public Sector Accountability Act, 2010 (BPSAA) has brought in new rules and higher accountability standards for designated broader public sector (BPS) organizations.  

Under recent amendments made to the Act, Management Board of Cabinet (MBC) has been given the authority to issue directives in the area of perquisites (or perks).  This complements the existing MBC authority in the Act to issue directives on expenses and procurement.

Accordingly, the BPS Perquisites Directive has been issued and is now publicly available.  The directive requires your organization, as one of the designated BPS organizations under the BPSAA, to establish rules on perquisites where these are provided through public funds.  It will become effective on August 2, 2011, allowing two months for designated BPS organizations to establish rules and come into compliance.  
The directive applies to: 

· all designated broader public sector organizations as defined in the Act, including:  

· hospitals, school boards, colleges, universities, Community Care Access Corporations,  Children’s Aid Societies; and

· every publicly funded organization that received $10 million or more in government funding in the previous fiscal year. 

The directive and a set of FAQs, in English and in French, are posted on the Ministry of Finance website. These documents are also attached to this note for easy reference.

Please review the directive and FAQs and ensure that the appropriate staff within your organization are aware of this directive.
