The Ontario Skills Training Enhancement Program (OSTEP)

The Ontario Skills Training Enhancement Program (OSTEP) was created to help union-employer training centres expand facilities and modernize equipment in order to train more workers, apprentices and journeypersons to industry standards.  

Ontario is making $15 million available over three years to help training centres to update or expand existing facilities and to refurbish or purchase new equipment to train to industry standards.  The funding will allow training centres to keep pace with new technological requirements and will encourage collaboration and leverage additional training resources from industry partners.

Funding is being awarded through a call for proposals process.  Training centres are encouraged to submit a maximum of one proposal per training site or mobile training unit in response to the Call for Proposals. OSTEP is a cost-shared program.
